English Language Holiday Camp
Our classes combine the areas of study with interesting activities to expose our students to conversational, reading and writing skills. Our teachers encourage the development of conversational skills through structured speaking activities and build vocabulary through thematic readings. Students will give a formal presentation in English at the end of the programme.
Trips and Activities
Trips and activities are an integral part of our English Language Holiday Camp programme. We believe that students learn through doing, and participating in activities will enhance newly learned English language skills. Students will visit areas around the George Town heritage site such as the street art, Fort Cornwallis, Penang Museum and Kek Lok Si Temple.

Our English Language Holiday Camp classes are held at our partner college’s campus in Penang. It is located within the UNESCO World heritage Site of George Town and is surrounded by a unique architectural and cultural townscape.

	
	Duration

You may choose either 1-week, 2-week, 3-week or 4-week training programme, all tailored to the requirements of the group.

	
	Transportation

We will be responsible for the transportation costs of travelling to and from college. The cost of travel to various location during the weekend tours is also included.

	
	Teachers

All teachers are TESL certified. They have vast experience teaching students from many cultural backgrounds. On all activities, teachers accompany students.

	IT Classes

Students will get hands-on training in IT and develop skills in multimedia presentation. They will also be taught to create a storyboard with the skills learnt.





Program Objectives
To enhance English Language proficiency and IT skills through the various exciting and impact learning activities designed;
To instill good discipline through good time management, team spirit, responsibility, accountability and appreciation;
To discover the leader within themselves through the learning based activities;
To promote the appreciation of the natural beauty and rich cultural heritage that Penang has to offer.
Learning Objective of Reading Activities
Students will be able to participate in discussions and draft writing which demonstrates an understanding of diverse cultural perspectives;
Students will be able to read and explore for vocabulary enrichment through various genre (novels, plays, poems, essays).
Syllabus of Reading Activities
Information transfer from graphic representation to text; lecturer teaches the way to transfer vital information – students will be able to transfer information from graphs, pie chart, etc.
Understanding sense relationship: Text Cohesion and Reference Words – students will be able to identify the types of text cohesion used in a text and learn how to use it in real situations.
Understanding the sequence of the text – students will learn the proper sequence of texts through passages given and arrange the sentences in a text accordingly.
Learning Objective of Writing Activities
Students will be able to write several rough drafts of a paper to revise clarity and depth of content or to edit style and mechanics;
Students will be able to evaluate their own writing according to established criteria and rubrics.
Syllabus of Writing Activities
Group activities # 1 “The Write Song” – students are required to answer these questions: Why do they like it? What is it about? What is the important theme? Who is it about? How is the message conveyed? Where was it heard? At what particular moment in the student’s life? What special meaning does it hold for them? – Lecturer coach and guide writing on how to overcome writers block and focused writing.
Individual writing on what they think is involved in the writing process. The writing process – Group activities # 2 “The Writing Recipe” - each group discusses what is involved in the writing process, choose a focus and apply the writing process strategy. Each group discusses on a restaurant/hawker/eatery. Discuss on the what/why/where/who/how? Lecturer coach and guide writing on the writing process.


Learning Objective of Listening Activities
Students will be able to understand spoken instructions and give spoken instructions to others;
Students will be able to listen attentively the English language conversations through the integration of various technologies.
Syllabus of Listening Activities
Sharing of personal information, asking questions and answering, listen to fill in the blanks – students will be able to listen to the recording and fill in the blanks with appropriate information; students will be able to ask questions about personal information and answer (pair work).
Social situation: greetings, describing people, things and places, accepting and refusing offers, shops and restaurants – students will be able to listen to conversations and imitate, role play (shopping), use appropriate greetings and phrases in authentic situations, understand and give spoken instructions.
Learning Objective of Speaking Activities
Students will be able to participate actively and effectively in cooperative groups while assuming the roles of caretaker;
Students will be able to offer constructive feedback.
Syllabus of Speaking Activities
Speaking on familiar topics – students are given familiar topics to speak on. Students are encouraged to speak fluently and link ideas coherently, use a range of appropriate vocabulary, use accurate grammar and appropriate register and speak to be understood.
Individual speech – act as a genial host and creates an atmosphere of interest, expectation and receptivity – for each activity listed, think of a couple of ways in which the students could expand the information to make it more interesting to a listener in a conversation. In other words, what additional details can they give?
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
